It all began soon after

church in January 1936. All
who had attended the church
service in Garrison, Kansas
were soon called back to the
shock of seeing their new
building going up in flames.

In December 1936, amid
plans to rebuild a church,
member Maud Peterson sent a
postcard to a stained glass

window company in Missourl.

how a congregation planned,

1939.

Twenty years later ,
Garrison was vacant by 1959
as Tuttle Creek Reservoir was

constructed. The Methodist

church was moved to farm
land donated by Lester and
Rachel Frey. It was soon to be
a new neighborhood annexed
as Northview into the city of
Manhattan. The Garrison
church was rededicated as Blue
Valley Memorial in April of
1960.

Valley Memorial UMC the recently acquired folder from the stain glass window company. It contained the
entire correspondence between the company and the Garrison Methodist Church.

The sash are to be shipped to us from the planing mill 30 that we can

set the windows in the sash here at our factory.

It is understood thet ell windows are to be made of the
very best American Opalescent glasses, each piece carefully seleoted
80 as t0 receive a soft harmonicus effect. The windows are to be
breced about 12 or 14 apart with galvenized steel flat bars, soldered
firmly onto the lead joints to prevent the windows from bulging. In
this way, each section will oarry its own weight and there will be no
possible show of the windows bulging. ¥ot only this, we will cement
the windows on both sides with the very best cement obtainable so as
to meke the windows waterproof. The glass will set in the oement as
well as in the lend and this will preserve the life of the windows for
quite & number of years, wherees if the windows sre only cemented on
one side, there is always chance for the glass to loosen through
heavy wind pressure. (ur windows ere guersnteed for 20 years sgainst
any defects which shall prove to be our fault,
